Men done excellent job in trying to provide the service, each evening men instructed to come into office to report what roads not covered and in some special cases did go out with small vehicle to service those properties.  Council only cleared snow on its own property.
There was some concern that houses that did not have refuse lifted for some time had left out two bins and collectors had only lifted one stating that had one bin collection policy.

Community Safety
At its meeting on Friday 11 December 2009 CSP reviewed its Action Plan expenditure for 2009/10.  It was agreed to make the following amendments to ensure that our allocation of £56,422 is on target for this financial year. 

 The approvals requested below will be financed from an accumulation of balances from several projects within our current Action Plan.  

1.  To transfer £1,500 to PR for 2010 attendance at road shows and events.  This will bring our overall PR/CS Awareness budget to £3,500.  This will enable CSP to purchase much needed promotional and display items.

2.  To allocate £1,820.50 to further develop the Home Security/Crime Prevention Programme given the update on statistics of burglary and fear of crime.  This funding will be used to purchase additional security items for people’s homes and will be delivered in partnership with Council Home Safety programme & PSNI Neighbourhood Officers.    This will bring the total budget for this programme to £3,641.00.
3. In response to a letter received by the Partnership from DRD regarding issues of crime in the town centre, it was proposed to look at working in partnership to look at community safety solutions and to target £1,600 towards a Town Centre crime initiative and to also look at the promotion of the Business Watch Scheme which is due to commence soon in Dungannon Town Centre.
