Condolences

The Mayor referred to the passing of Jim Canning a former councillor and extended sincere sympathy to his wife Ita and family.  In paying tribute to the late Jim Canning he stated that Jim was elected to Dungannon District Council in 1973 at the formation of the new Council in the wake of the McCrory report into local Government in Northern Ireland, he served with distinction up until 2005. During that time he was Chairman on three occasions 1988/9, 1994/5, and again in 1998/9. He was a tireless worker for the community he represented and was highly respected by everyone.

His abiding interest was in the history and industry of the Coalisland area, which meant he was energetic in his support for the Canal, and his efforts to maintain the last vestiges of the towns industrious past are to be applauded.

The Mayor also referred to the event in Western Russia were a plane carrying the Polish President and his wife along with a number of other officials had crashed and all 98 people on board were killed.  On behalf of the Council he extended sincere sympathy to the families of those killed and with the local polish community.
All groupings on the Council concurred with the Mayor’s remarks and as a mark of respect all present stood for a minute’s silence.
