Street Trading Licence fees

Proposed fee structure

Under Section 15 of the Street Trading (NI) Act 2001 the Council may determine fees for the following:

1. Stationary Trading Licence Fee;

2. Mobile Trading Licence Fee;

3. Temporary Trading Licence Fee;

4. Application for the variation of licence conditions.

In determining such fees the Council may recover from the holders of licences such amounts as may be sufficient in the aggregate, taking one year with another, to cover any reasonable administrative or other costs in connection with its functions under the Act. The Council may also recover charges from the licence holders to cover costs of additional refuse collection and cleansing in so far as that cleansing is attributable to such trading.

In determining the fees for the year 1st April 2006 – 31st March 2007 the following assumption has been made with regard to the number of traders who will make applications based on expected applications received and licences issued for the year April 05 – March 06 :

Number of stationary traders to be licensed – 10

Number of mobile traders to be licensed – 2

1 Cost of Implementing Legislation

(a) Cost of Advertising - Designation of Streets and Rescinding of Designations

Actual cost of advertising the designation of streets from April 2005 = £750

Total cost = £750

This is to be divided evenly amongst stationary traders since designation affects only this type of licence.

Cost per stationary traders licence = 750/10 = £75

(b) Cost of advertising Licence fees

Cost for advertising fees for year April 05 – March 06

Total cost = £630

This is to be divided evenly among mobile and stationary traders as we do not know how many temporary licence applications will be made 

Cost to licences = £630/12=£52.50

2 Cost of Administering Licence Applications

General administration 1 hour x £10 = £10

Application Assessment 1 hour x £13 = £13

Consultation costs ½  hour x £13 = £6.50

Report writing/ Council meeting 1 hour x £13= £13

Total administration cost = £42.50 per licence which will be non – refundable in the event that the licence is refused

3 Enforcement Costs

Stationary and Mobile traders:

(a) Estimated 1 hour inspection per annum = £13 per licence
(b) Mileage costs for enforcement

Estimated 30 mile journey per licence = £12 per licence

Total cost per licence= £25
2)
Temporary Traders:

There were a number applications from traders to operate as Temporary Traders in the period of April 05 – March 06, encouraged by the reduced rate offered last year.  In an effort to continue this type of trading to add colour and atmosphere to events planned for this year it is proposed that the fee is kept to a minimum.

Therefore it is estimated that each temporary licence would incur the following costs:

a) Enforcement costs

One  hour (licensing officer Rate) per licence =  £13

b) Administration costs

Administration per licence = 

one half hour (clerical officer rate) = £5.50

          One half hour (licensing officer rate) = £6.50
