Sports and Leisure Capital Development Fund

Guidance and Criteria

July 2010

1.
Background
Council recognises that it may not be best placed to singularly deliver all of its sport and leisure services across the Borough in isolation. On occasion Council will seek to work in partnership with sports and leisure organizations to help to meet its sports and leisure aims of its Corporate Plan 2009 – 2011. 

As part of this commitment Council will deliver a capital grants programme that will seek to work in partnership and create value added sports and leisure services to support Councils main delivery.  
Council Capital Development Fund will target sports and leisure only.  Council has other grant schemes for economic development and tourism, urban and rural regeneration, and environmental sustainability.   It also has a project grant for good relations, community development, provision of community space, community safety, community arts, cultural & language development.
A range of legislation exists to support Council in delivering its Sports and Leisure Capital Grants Programme, (to ensure not acting ultra vires) the main legislation for the purposes of this grant is; 
· Article 10 (1) (c) of the Recreation and Youth Service Order 1986. 
Equality and equity are important in all of Council service delivery including that of capital grants. To ensure that this is addressed the capital grants will be widely promoted. Council will take equality and equity of provision into consideration in assessment supported by a cross party cross party assessment panel and then all approvals through Council.
2.
Capital Grants 

The Capital Grants programme will fund capital only projects and not revenue based projects.  Capital funding is bricks and mortar type development not salary or project based funding.  The projects must show the actual development of a new or refurbished (not minor repairs) of a sports and leisure facility/infrastructure that will be open and accessible to the public. 

3.
Capital Development Funding
Council will commit a total of £150,000 to the programme for a period of July 2010 – June 2011.

Funding will be allocated on an open selection basis.  The project will seek to provide funding of greater than £5000 up to a maximum budget of £25,000. 
Council will seek to where possible fund a specific element of the project, if a project is substantial in nature. 
4.
Capital Development Fund Essential Criteria
The Capital Development Project Must: 
1. Be value added to Council services and not cause displacement of service.

2. Must meet the objectives of the Council Corporate Plan 2008 – 2011.

3. Prove need with proven evidence, supported by local people.

4. Demonstrate a significant benefit to the residents of the Borough in relation to funding amount requested (evidence based).
5. Be open and accessible by all public users.

6. Must be sustainable after 5 years; a business case will be required.

Additional consideration will be given to;
1. A Borough wide catchment.

2. The provision of a new service that is not being delivered within the Borough. 
3. Level of impact upon TSN.
4. Level of regional impact.

5. Level of economic impact.

5.
Capital Development Fund Conditions of Support 
Funding will only be considered upon the following conditions;

1. Application received from a sports and leisure constituted organisation.

2. Completion of a full application and business plan to Council, including  Income & Expenditure, detailed project costings & project management.

3. Projects must have all the necessary statutory consents, where appropriate, before funding can be issued (this is not required for application stage).
4. Council will issue a condition of charge on the grant supported asset in the instance that the project ceases during development or after completion.

5. Promotion of Council and the Borough is integral to the project. 

6. Confirmation that there will be no negative impact to the environment.

7. Confirmation of Equality of Opportunity.
8. Evidence of ownership of site.
9. No retrospective funding of items of expenditure will be allowed (if a project has commenced development, Council will only look to fund any additional elements that have not commenced and are not provided for. )
10. Agreement to use Councils procurement guidance. 
11. Council will have access to use of the facility (free of charge), with adequate notice and availability permitting.  

12. Grants must be spent and drawn down from Council by 30th June 2011.

13. Council will have access to all documentation (must be held for period of 7 years after completion of the project) for monitoring purposes.

14. No advance payments will be issued to groups due to audit reasons.
